GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

This Section of the Licence contains requirements intended to provide guidance to
the Licencee in implementing practices to ensure that the environment is maintained in
such a manner as to sustain a high quality of life, including social and economic
development, recreation and leisure for present and future Manitobans.
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1. The Licencee shall implement a high standard of equipment maintenance and good
housekeeping and operational practices with respect to the Development, at all
times.

2. The Licencee shall reduce the production and dissemination of wastes by initiating
and maintaining waste reduction and waste recycling programs.

3. The Licencee shall, upon the request of the Director and in addition to any of the
limits, terms or conditions specified in this Licence:

a) sample, monitor, analyze and/or investigate specific areas of concern regarding

any segment, component or aspect of pollutant storage, containment, treatment,

handhn disposal or emission systems for such pollutants or amblent quallty,

the gehvironmental impact associated w1th the release of any
pollutant: e said Development; or

c) provide the D1 cto ithin such time as may be specified, with such reports,
drawings, sp analytical data, descriptions of sampling and
analytical procedure ed, bioassay data, flow rate measurements and
such other informati ay ftom time to time be requested.

5. The Licencee shall submit to the Director, by June 1% of each year, and beginning in
2005, a written report containing all necessary information regarding the operation
of the Development over the previous calendar year such that the Director can
determine that the Licencee is in compliance with the applicable environmental
codes of practice contained in the most current edition of CCME Management Plan
Initiatives V308 and V613, “Environmental Code of Practice for the Reduction of
Volatile Organic Compound Emissions from the Commercial/Industrial Printing
Industry”.

6. The Licencee shall provide to the Director, upon request, all information required
under this Licence, in writing and in such form and content (including number of
copies), as may be specified by the Director.
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The Licencee shall designate an Environmental Manager within 60 days of the
issuance of this Licence, who shall have the responsibility to seek compliance with
all the limits, terms and conditions in this Licence, and to assist the Senior
Management of Sonoco Flexible Packaging Canada Corporation in the management
of environmental issues at the Development. The name of the Environmental
Manager shall be submitted in writing to the Director within 14 days of
appointment.

and any contaminated liquid generated is contained within the Development and
contamination of groundwater is prevented.

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Respecting Solid Waste

The Licencee shall dispose of all solid waste generated from any activity at the
Development, which is not recycled, only to a waste disposal ground operating -
under the authority of a permit issued pursuant to Manitoba Regulation 150/91 or

any future amendment thereof, or a Licence issued pursuant to The Environment
Act.

Respecting Emergency Response Planning

28.

The Licencee, within 120 days of the issuance of this Licence, or other time frame
approved by the Director, shall submit for approval of the Director, a contingency
plan in a e with the Manitoba Industrial Accidents Council (MIAC)
Industrial Emergency Response Planning Guide, outlining procedures to be used in
the event ofia leak, spill, fire, or other hazardous condition at the Development.
