Dear Training Providers: 
 
Please be advised that at the Apprenticeship and Trades Qualification Board meeting on 
Janurary 20, 2010, the following changes were approved for the Hairstylist, Esthetician, Nail 
Technician, Skin Care Technician, and Electrologist programs.  

 
Students who enter into Apprenticeship within two years of successfully graduating from an 
accredited program will automatically receive credit for the technical training in the 
Apprenticeship program and the associated hours.   
 
Students who enter into Apprenticeship within three to ten years of successfully graduating 
from an accredited program must be assessed by Apprenticeship Manitoba as well as provide 
proof of upgrading.
