Fertilizers containing phosphorus may be used when starting new
lawns or if a soil test indicates it is needed.

e agricultural crops
e flowers and vegetable gardening
® trees or shrubs

Choose to know your buffer zone. Help protect Manitoba’s vulnerable waters by
not applying any type of fertilizer:

e Within three metres of rivers, streams, creeks, wetlands and storm water retention ponds;
e vithin 15 metres from lakes, reservoirs, springs and wells;

e within 15 metres of vulnerable rivers such as the Assiniboine or Red Rivers; or

e ithin 30 metres of vulnerable lakes such as Lake Winnipeg or Killarney Lake.
