Patient should not be at
risk for substance abuse. It also may be warranted for patients who have
a contraindication to ergotamines or triptans.

•  Arava - (leflunomide) - 10 mg, 20 mg - Tablets
- For patients who failed to respond to previous therapy with two Disease

Modifying Antirheumatic Drugs.
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•  Oxy-IR - (oxycodone HCl) - 5 mg, 10 mg, 20 mg - Tablets
- For patients who have tried the combination products (Percodan,

Percocet) and maximized the acetaminophen dose or have
contraindications to acetaminophen.

•  Supeudol - (oxycodone HCl) - 5 mg, 10 mg  - Tablets
- For patients who have tried the combination products (Percodan,

Percocet) and maximized the acetaminophen dose or have
contraindications to acetaminophen.
